In Chapel this week we learned about Lent and students had a chance to be marked with a
cross of ash, the traditional symbol of penitence associated with Ash Wednesday.

Last year we collected over $2 000 for the Anglican Board of Mission (ABM) with their Lent
collection boxes. Students may bring home a Lent collection box again this year and the
money we collect will go to two ABM projects that the School Captains chose:

Nungalinya Theological College in Darwin, which offers courses in Literacy and
Numeracy, Theology and Ministry, Music, and Media. Students recommended by their
local churches fravel from remote communities to Darwin to study. The College is part
of ABM's Reconciliation Program. Your support will help fund a literacy teacher.

In Kenya, Africa, the Youth & Sunday School Empowerment Program, which offers
leadership training to youth leaders and Sunday school teachers. The course content
includes leadership skills and the role of children and young people in the church as
well as topics like drug awareness and climate change.

The Year 4s will lead next week’s Chapel service on the theme of "Relationships and
friendships”. Everyone is welcome.

Suitable candidates as decided by School Council will need to present to a Committee
meeting or special general meeting of the PFA, at which time a secret ballot will be held if
there is more than one nomination. The person receiving the highest number of votes will be
the nominee of the PFA. If there is only one nominee that has been approved by the School
Council, the PFA are still required to approve that nomination at a Committee meeting or a
specially convened PFA meeting. As School Council only meets twice per term, it is most
likely the election process will take place on Wednesday 7 June.
