Qualification 

The candidate is required to send a letter of introduction and a copy of their CV for a panel to evaluate. 

There is then a short interview during which the candidate may show certificates, photos of awards and any 
other portable items to substantiate their CV and which they think may enhance their chances of winning the 
award. 

The written presentation is assessed as well as the student’s demeanour, achievements and enthusiasm.
